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CONSTITUTION OF TE AROHA DIRT KART CLUB
(Adopted 6 July 2010)
1.The Name
The name shall be Te Aroha Dirt Kart Club.

2.Objectives
The objectives of the Te Aroha Go Kart Club shall be to exercise the following functions:
(a)To foster, encourage, support and develop driving skills.
(b)To stage, control and conduct Championships with other clubs, and inter club Championships.
(c) To seek and obtain improved facilities for the enjoyment of the general public.

3.Memberships
The modes in which persons become members of the club.
(a)The prospected member will fill out an application form.
(b)Pay in full and on time club membership fees.
The modes in which a member ceases to become a member
(a)A disciplinary committee consisting of the President/Chairperson and three Committee Members will handle any written complaints forwarded by the Secretary.
(b)A member may resign by a letter to the Secretary.
(c)Membership will be terminated for non payment of Club fees.
(d)A member will be expelled if that member brings the club into disrepute.

4.Alteration of Rules
(a) The rules can be changed, altered, added to or rescinded only at and A.G.M. or Special Meeting where a vote of a sixty percent (60%) majority of those present in person and entitled to vote at the meeting, and provided further that a notice of the proposed alteration, rescinded or addition shall have been given in general terms in the notice calling the meeting.
(b)Immediately upon any addition, alteration or recession of the text the alteration shall be presented to the Registrar of Incorporated Societies for Registration.
(c)No addition to or alteration of the Pecuniary Profit clause or the Winding Up clause shall be approved without the Inland Revenue Department’s approval.

5.Meetings
The mode for summoning meetings and voting.
(a)General Meetings for the normal conduct of the clubs’ business, committee members will be notified by post/phone.
(b)Annual General Meetings will be notified in Public Notices in the local newspaper fourteen (14) days beforehand.
(c) Special General Meetings will also be notified in local newspaper 14 days beforehand.
(d) A Special General Meeting shall be called by the President/Chairperson, Vice President or Secretary within thirty one (31) days of receipt of a written petition signed by not less than ten (10) financial members calling for said meeting and set out in writing the motions for the said meeting to consider. Notice of such a meeting shall be given to members fourteen (14) clear days before the said date accompanied by an agenda of such meeting.
(e) A quorum at any Special General Meeting or General Meeting shall consist of not less than five (5) financial members not including President.
(f ) Only current financial members over the age of 18 years of age at the time of the AGM are able to vote. However, everyone is most welcome to attend and participate in discussion.

The Appointment of Officer
(a)Each committee member shall have one vote only. Voting may be by verbal, by show of hands or by secret ballot (if required by any member) the President/Chairperson shall have the casting vote.
(b)Except as is otherwise provided in this Constitution a simple majority of members voting shall decide any questions.
(c) All decisions and resolutions of the board shall be determined by a vote of the majority of members present at monthly meetings.
(d) The Annual General Meeting shall after hearing the recommendation of the committee, fix the subscriptions for the coming year.

6.Common Seal
The control of the common seal
(a) The common seal will be kept in the custody of the Secretary.
(b)The common seal will only be used after the authorisation of the President/Chairperson and two other committee members.
(c)The common seal can also be used after the authorisation of one officer and three (3) committee members.
(d)The common seal can also be used after the authorisation of two (2) officers and two (2) committee members.
(e)The seal shall be affixed by a committee member in the presence of two (2) other members of the committee and all three (3) shall attest to the affixing thereof.

7.Management
The Management Committee which consists of
(a) President/Chairperson
(b )Treasurer
(c) Secretary
(d )Vice President
(e)Two other committee members
The Management Committee shall deal with matters arising between meetings, upon request in writing for a special meeting. The above Management Committee would deal with this.

8.Financial Year
The financial year of the Te Aroha Go Kart Club shall commence on 1st September and end 31st August in the next year.
(3)
9.Funds
The control and investment of funds of the club.
(a) The Treasurer will hold Bank and Cheque Books.
(b)All major transactions, transfer of funds must be approved at a General Meeting.
(c)Cheques will have (3) three officers signatures one being the Treasurer.
(d)The Treasurer and (3) three officers will hold signing rights with only (2) two signatures being needed.
(e)Receipts issued for Public Donations will have two officers’ signatures.
(f ) No member of the organization or any person associated with a member, shall participate in, or materially influence any decision made by the organisation in respect of the payment to or on behalf of that member, or associated person of any income, benefit or advantage whatsoever. Any such income paid shall be reasonable and relative to that which would be paid in any arms length transaction (being open market value).

10.Winding Up
If upon the winding up or the dissolution of the Club there remains after the satisfaction of all it’s debts and liabilities, any property whatsoever, the same shall not be paid to, or distributed among members of the club; but shall be given or transferred to some other club, organization or body having objects similar to the objects of the first club, or some other charitable purpose within New Zealand.

11.President/Chairperson
The President/Chairperson shall preside at all meetings and shall sign all minutes and shall generally control the conduct of all meetings. The President/Chairperson shall have a deliberate vote in case of equality in voting, a casting vote also. In case of the President/Chairperson absence the Vice President/Deputy Chairperson shall perform duties set out above as relating to the President/Chairperson.

12.Secretary
(a)The Secretary shall conduct the correspondence of the club and shall keep the records thereof and in addition shall keep full minutes of all Committee Meetings, Monthly General Meetings, Annual General Meetings and Special General Meetings.
(b)The Secretary shall also keep a Register showing the members for the time being of the club, whether they are financial and whether or not they are members of the club.
(c)And any other duties requested by Committee and accepted by Secretary in their role for the club.

13.Treasurer
The Treasurer of the club shall do all book keeping and accounting. He or she shall keep all necessary accounts and books and shall annually produce duly audited accounts to the Annual General Meeting
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
